Why do we need Our Health in Mind?

In 2015, one in five people living in Waitemata experienced mental illness and/or an
addiction disorder. Anxiety, depression, and alcohol use disorders are most common.

Our Health in Mind aims to prevent the development of mental iliness and addiction
disorders in the Waitemata community. It will support better outcomes for people through
earlier diagnosis, more proactive and effective interventions, and by enhancing the patient

experience.

This will also help us to reduce acute hospital presentations and better target health spend.

How will it do this?

The first stage of Our Health in Mind seeks to expand capacity and to facilitate

collaborative change in primary and community mental health and addiction care delivery.
